Why is there so much cultural variation? There are two kinds of cultural adaptation. What are they?
How is culture transmitted, reproduced? 
How do cultures change? (Was culture very different 100 years ago? 50? 20?) How is rapid cultural change different from gradual cultural change, and how does each type tend to occur?
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In the United States, why was there a rapid change in attitudes about women being president in the late 1940s and again in the early 1970s?
What changes when a culture is transformed?
What does it take for new cultural understandings to be diffused? (It's a two-step process.) What are critical communities? What makes social and political movements important in this process?
-There wasn't strong public reaction when there was an accident at the Fermi nuclear reactor in 1966. The outcome was a great deal different with Three Mile Island (1979) and Chernobyl (1986). What caused the difference?
When movements bring about cultural change, values are transformed -- in three possible ways. What are they? (Please know the differences among value converstion, value creation and value connection.)
